Annual Meeting, University of Manitoba, Winnipeg

30 May – 1 June 2004
The theme of this year’s Congress of Humanities and the Social Sciences is Confluence: Ideas, Identities, and Place. As the Congress organizers explain: “The primary meaning of confluence is a junction of two or more rivers, but it also connotes a coming together of people and ideas.  It implies an ending but also a beginning, a place of exchange, and a point in time where vital decisions must be made.” In many ways, the study of theology is rooted in the experience and meaning of the confluence of the divine with the created in the cosmic environment. Our study and practice concerns expressions of confluence such as incarnation and revelation within environments characterized by significant diversities.

While we invite you to submit proposals on any theological subject, we encourage you to submit proposals which relate to the theme of “Confluence” as expressed in three manners:

· Coalition:  temporary alliances of people to study and take action on to specific problems, opportunities, or initiatives.

· Cooperation:  people with diverse identities and from diverse locations coming together to discuss ideas and issues of common concern.

· Convergence:  explorations that take place at the intersection of theology with science, economics, politics, health care, and other social issues.

Finally, in conjunction with the Canadian Society for Studies in Religion and the Canadian Society for Biblical Studies, we are in the 2nd year of a three year initiative on Violence and Religion. We plan to devote one session to this theme and especially invite proposals on the topic of Violence and Religion.
We invite you to submit proposals in one of the following four types and in either of our two official languages, French and English. To facilitate anonymous review of proposals, please include your name, institutional affiliation, and contact information on a separate page from your paper proposal; if you submit your proposal by e–mail, the CTS/STC secretary will remove any information identifying you from the proposal submitted to the executive.

Regular Papers: formal presentation of 40 minutes, plus 15 minutes for discussion. 

Special Papers: formal presentation of 40 minutes, plus a 15 minute response and 30 minutes for discussion.

Work in Progress: informal presentation of no more than 20 minutes, plus 20 minutes for discussion.

Workshops, Panels, and Seminars: formal presentations and responses and general discussion, lasting 1½ hours. The person organizing such a session is responsible for setting the topic and enlisting participants.

For all types of papers, please submit (preferably by e-mail) the proposed subject, an abstract

 of about 150 words, and the name(s) of the presenter(s) by 2 January 2004 to:
