A letter or e-mail from a member of the theological or religious studies department to which the student belongs, indicating that the student is in good standing with the university or college, must also be submitted for each applicant.
The author of the winning essay will receive: $100; an invitation to read the paper at the annual meeting of the Canadian Theological Society at the University of British Columbia, Vancouver, 2-4 June 2008; payment of meeting registration fees; and a subvention for travel and accommodation costs.
